3. Find 3 articles and predict what these articles could be by reading the first and last paragraphs of each.

Did You Say Love at First Sight?

First Paragraph: 　What happens when strangers meet? How does interpersonal attraction develop? Well, look around you. It might be hard to believe in love at first sight.
Last Paragraph: 　Why Does Propinquity Lead to Attraction? 
　　
　　To some extent, we are affected by propinquity because we tend to avoid strangers unless we are forced to come into contact because of where we live, where we are seated in a classroom and so forth. But there is another, more basic reason. (...) Repeated exposure to a new stimulus (frequent contact with that stimulus) leads to a more and more positive evaluation of the stimulus - as long as the initial reaction was not an extremely negative one. Whether the stimulus is a drawing, a word in an unknown foreign language, a new product being advertised, a political candidate, or a stranger, the greater the exposure, the more positive the response. (...) The general idea is that we respond with at least mild discomfort to anything or anyone new. With repeated exposure we become desensitized, anxiety decreases, and that which was new becomes familiar.
