	Main idea of article 1：The advantages of beauty are in many aspects in everyday life. But beauty is a commodity, just like food and clothing that are traded for money.
Main idea of article 2：American Feminists, being aware that beauty is a form of power, complain that encouraging women to be beautiful actually limits their power. It forces them to achieve power by attracting rather than by doing.
